Artist: Noah Budin

Noah Budin graduated from Kent State University with a B.A. in Theater and was a member of the Chicago-based a capella music and comedy group Four Guys Standing Around Singing. He is a singer, songwriter, guitarist, recording artist, actor, storyteller, poet and educator with his hands in a diverse variety of projects. Noah released his first CD, Hallelujah Land: Songs of Faith and Freedom, in 1998 to critical and popular acclaim. 

Currently, Noah is the Assistant Director of Activities at Stone Gardens Assisted Living Residence, the Creative Arts Specialist for The Temple-Tifereth Israel, the founder and Artistic Director of the nonprofit organization ARC, Inc. (The Arts Recreating Communities), and performs his original music around the country. 

Noah lives in the city of his birth, Cleveland, Ohio, with his wife and three children.

Producer: David Budin

David Budin started playing in rock and folk groups as a child, and writing songs when he was 12.  By the time he entered high school, he was playing music professionally.  When he was in the 11th grade a folk-rock group in New York, the Parayde, recorded two of his songs for their album on a major label.

While in the 12th grade, he opened for Linda Ronstadt and her group, the Stone Poneys, for five nights at Cleveland’s premiere folk venue, La Cave. A year later, he was a member of a New Jersey rock band that was one of a few groups to eventually evolve into Bruce Springsteen and the E Street Band.  During that time, he opened shows for artists such as the Lovin’ Spoonful, the Grateful Dead, Tim Buckley, Canned Heat and others. He also jammed onstage with Jimi Hendrix, Janis Joplin, Jim Morrison, Buddy Miles, Al Kooper and many others. 

He signed as a solo artist and songwriter with Sire Records, where he also worked as a record producer and musical arranger.  He learned record production from the legendary producer and songwriter Richard Gottehrer (“Hang on Sloopy,” “My Boyfriend’s Back,” “I Want Candy,” Blondie, the Bangles, etc.).  During that time, he also began managing performers, one of whom he booked on the Tonight Show Starring Johnny Carson, and promoting concerts in New York City. He also worked as a stand-up comedian and comedy writer for nightclub and radio personalities, including Bob Lewis (“Bobaloo”) on WABC-FM.

He returned to Ohio and performed as part of a folk duo, and then played in a series of rock bands, while continuing to produce records, write and arrange music, manage and publicize performers, write and perform comedy, and promote concerts.

In the early 1980s, Budin began working in public relations and advertising for radio stations, and then the Cleveland Play House and Cleveland Ballet.  In 1986, he joined the editorial staff of Northern Ohio Live magazine, and in 1988, he became its editor.  In 1991, he went to Cleveland Magazine as its editor.

He left to try to launch his own music magazine and has worked as a free-lance journalist since, focusing on music, the arts and popular culture. His articles have appeared in many local, regional and national publications. He has also written for organizations including the Rock and roll Hall of Fame and Museum, NASA, Looney Toons, and the Maltz Museum of Jewish Heritage.

In recent years, Budin has accompanied his brother, Noah Budin, in many concerts, and performed sporadically on his own.  In 2004, he wrote an arrangement of Graham Nash’s song “Teach Your Children” for a 90-member orchestra that accompanied Nash, who sang the song in a concert in Cleveland that was sponsored by the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum.

Michael Seifert, owner, engineer, producer
Michael is an innovative producer, writer, arranger and engineer who constantly strives to improve his knowledge and skills. A self-taught multi-instrumentalist (drums, bass, guitar, keyboards and vocals) he has a keen ability for achieving tonal balance where it should be achieved: at the source. Although his techniques are firmly rooted in the use of classic analog gear he also incorporates some of the latest digital technology when recording.
His dedication to his craft has yielded him 10 gold, platinum, and multi-platinum records. He has had the privilege of working for and with internationally known artists including Tori Amos, Bone Thugs-n-Harmony, Too Short, Eightball, UGK, Chuck Mosley (Faith No More), Guided by Voices, J. Mascis (Dinosaur Jr.), and countless others. He has scored independent films and major motion pictures (including work for legendary producer/director Frances Ford Coppola) and composed, recorded and produced spots for MTV (including programming for the 2004 Super Bowl pre-game show), Reebok, the City of Cleveland, and many others. In addition to this internationally recognized work Michael has continued to recorded and produce efforts by regional favorites such as Kate Voegele, Cactus 12, Uptown Sinclair, Ryan Wilkins, and Will Bowen.
Although he has received numerous offers to head up studios in NYC and LA (the first of which came when he was only 19), Michael has a commitment to the largely overlooked talent pool right here in Cleveland. He is dedicated to growing the local and regional scene as well as continuing to bring national acts to Cleveland… a combination that just might finally put this eccentric city on the map.

Note: Michael will personally engineer this project.

After having met with several area owners/engineers and toured their studios, it’s clear that Ante Up offers the best equipment, environment, credentials, attitude and personnel available for the price. Although their day rate is normally $65/hr., the owner is willing to work on the project for a flat fee of $9,000. The project is estimated to take 200 hrs. At his normal rate, the project would cost $13,000 for the studio. I’ve toured studios that can’t offer the services that Ante Up does and would cost about $9,000. 

The owner is also personally excited about the project and is familiar with the Contemporary Christian genre. After a long meeting and listening to a variety of recordings done in this studio, it was evident that the “vibe” (as well as the price) was right.
